1- SERVICE TO BE PERFORMED BY THE CONTRACTOR & CHARGES: The contractor

shall render all services when required and on the rates mentioned in the tender form annexed.

2- RELATION WITH THIRD PARTIES :
Al transactions between the contractor and third parties shall be carried out as between two principles viz the

contractor and the third party and any reference at any event from the third party shall not be entertained by the PCF.

3- LIABILITIES FOR PERSONNEL :

All persons employed by the contractor shall be engaged by him as his own employee in all respects and the
responsibility under the Indian Factories Act. the workmen's Compensation Act Employees Provident Fund Act or any other
enactment in respect of all such personnel shall be that of the contractor.

The contractor shall be bound to indemnify the P.C.F. against all claims whatever in respect of the said per-
sonnel under the workmen's Compensation Act 1923 or any statutory modification thereof or under any other law otherwise for or
in respect of any damage or Compensation payable in consequence of any accident or injury sustained by any workmen or
other person whether in employment of the contractor or not.

4. Period :

Contract will remain in force initially up to 31.03.2028 or such later date as may be decided by the Managing
Director PCF or the officer authorized to act on his behalf, but not beyond 12 months form 01.04.2028. but the Managing
Director reserves the right to terminate the contract at any time during its currency without assigning any reason by giving
seven days notice in writing to the contractor at their last known place of business and the contractor shall not be entitled to any
compensation by reason of the termination of their contract. The action of Managing Director, PCF. shall be final under this clause
as also binding and conclusive on the contractor and shall not be called into question in any court of law.

5.Security deposits :
@ The contractor shall furnish security deposit as under within seven days from the award of contract, failing which
the acceptance shall be liable to cancellation at the risk of the contractor and subject to such other remedies as may be open to

the Managing Director, P.C.F. under the terms of contract and earnest money will stand forfeited.

() The security deposit furnished by the Tenderer would be subject to the terms and conditions of the tender.

(d) Whenever the security deposit falls short of the specified amount, the contractor shall make good the deficit so
that the total amount of security deposit shall not at any time be less than the specified amount.

(e) The security deposit will be refunded to the contractors on due and satisfactory performance of the services and
completion of all the obligations by the contractor under the terms and conditions of the contract and on submission of "No
Demand Certificate” subject to such deductions from the security as may be necessary for making up the Federation's claim
against the contract. No interest shall be payable on security deposit.

() The Earnest Money deposit shall be paid to U.P. Co-operative Federation Ltd. No interest shall be payable on Earnest
Money deposit.
6-Liability of contractors for losses etc. suffered by P.C.F.

(@ The Contractor shall be liable for all losses which the Federation may suffer on account of the stocks not being
properly handled by them. The decision of the Managing Director, PCF or his nominee appointed for this purpose regarding
such loss shall be final and binding on the contractor.

(o)) The contractor shall be responsible for safe custody of stocks given to him for loading rebagging, and transportation. If
any loss or shortage in stock occurs, while in his custody the same shall be made good by him to the Federation on the basis
of double of economic cost of goods i.e., value of stock, bags and other items, if any, and interest thereon @12 % p.a. on the
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determined amount. He shall also be liable for any action as prescribed in Essential Commodities Act as amended from time
to time.

(©) The contractor shall be liable for all costs, damage, demurrages, wharfages, forfieture of wagons, registration fee charges and
expence suffered thereof by the Federation due to the contractors negligence and unworkmen like performance of any services
under this contract or breach of any terms thereof or their failure to carry out the work with a view to avoid occurrance of
demurrages etc. and for all damages or losses occasion to the Federation, or in particulars to any property or plant belonging
to the Federation due to any act whether negligent or otherwise of the contractors themselves or their employees. The decision of
the managing Director, PCF, or his nominee regarding such failure of the contractors and their liability for the losses etc. suffered
by the Federation shall be final and binding on the contractors.

(d) The contractor shall be responsible for supply of adequate humber of trucks for carrying out the services under the
contract in accordance with the instructions issued by the Managing Director PCF, Executive Director or General Manager or
Dy General Manager, or Regional Manager or District Manager or any other person acting on his behalf. If the contractor fails
to supply the requisite number of trucks, The Managing Director PCF, or any other official mentioned above shall at his
discretion without terminating the contract be at liberty to engage the services of any other person or contractor at the cost
of the contractor, who shall be liable to make good to the U.P. Cooperative Federation and additional charges expenses, cost of
losses that the U.P. Co-operative Federation may incur or suffer thereby from his security deposit and pending bills. The
contractor shall not, however be entitled to any gain resulting from entrustment of the work to another party. In case
contractor fails to transport Fertilizer/Seed to the Cooperative Societies as per the instructions of the Federation and
Federation allows societies to transport the same in the interest of fertilizer/Seed transportation, a deduction of 10% of
admissible charges shall be done from the bills of contractor on the quantity so transported by the Society.

(e) The contractor shall be liable to re-imburse the PCF. damage losses, charges costs or expenses suffered incurred by it
due to the contractors negligence or unworkman like performance of service under the contract or breach of any terms
thereof. For the said reimbursement to be made to it by the contractor the PCF shall be entitled to deduct or adjust the amount
claimed by it from any sum due or which at any time thereafter may become due to the contractor under this contract or any
other contract with the PCF. If the said sums due to the contractors as aforesaid are not sufficient to satisfy the claims of the
PCF for the said re-imbursement in full, the balance left after adjustment or adjustment thereof may be adjusted by the PCF.
from the security of the contractor, and in case any balance of the said claim still remains. unadjusted that would be paid by
the contractor on demand within 30 days & if no deposits is being made in the said period then PCF has a right to lodge an
F.I.R against contractor /transporter or any other action in addition as per discretion of PCF against contractor / transporter.
7- Set Off: Any sum of money due and payable to the contractor (including security deposit returnable to them) under this
contract may be appropriated by the PCF and set off against any claim of the PCF for the a payment of any sum of money
arising out of or under any other contract made by the contractors with the PCF.

8- Payment :

(@) The contractor shall regularly obtain the store receipt or other documents from the godown keeper concerned or
secretary of concerning Coop. Societies for goods delivered to them on three copy of the challan and deposit the Challan
receipt (Two copies) with the District Manager concerned of the PCF or the godown keeper as the case may be on the
same day or latest by next day.

(b) Payment will be made by the District Manager concerned of the PCF on receipt of contractors bills in duplicate duly
prepared with Pan, GST no. and the rates sanctioned by the PCF. The bills will be supported by the challans/store receipts
duly acknowledged by the consignee and work certificates from godown keeper of the PCF. It will be duty of the contractor to
furnish bills on completion of the work.

(c)The rates sanctioned by PCF will be inclusive of all taxes, as imposed by any local authority / State Govt. or
Central Govt. from time to time. No payment other than the rates sanctioned as above will be admissible on this
accounts.

(d)Advance Payment will not be made to the Contractor in any circumtances.

9-Duties and responsibilities of the Contractor :

@ The contractor shall carry out all or any of the services tendered for and assigned or entrusted to them by the
Managing Director PCF. or any officer acting on his behalf and shall abide by all instructions issued to him from time to time
by the said officer. He shall also render services to the full satisfaction of the M.D. PCF., or the said officer.

(b) The contractor shall always be bound to act with reasonable deligence and in a business like manner and to use such
skill as he possess in the conduct of their activities.

() The contractor shall take adequate steps and necessary precautions to avoid wastages and damage to the stocks
during the loading/unloading of wagon/trucks at the loading unloading point.



(d) The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining challans and store receipts duly received in respect of all the stocks
entrusted to him for carrying and for handing over the challan /store receipts the same day or latest by the next day to the
concerned Distt. Manager PCF. The contractor shall be responsible for losses, if any due to late submission of challans and
receipts.

(e) The contractor shall strictly abide by all rules and regulations of the Government/ Local authorities/ any authorities.
PCF shall in no case be responsible for any breach of law/rules or regulations of local authorities/ any authorities
commited by the contractor or his employees while performing any duty under the contract.

()] The contractor shall be responsible for the safety of the goods while in transit in their trucks and for delivery of
quantity mentioned in the bill/challan to the destination or to the receipts to whom the stocks are sent by the PCF. The losses
declared at the end of destination if any will be on contractors account.

(0)] The contractor shall obtain from the Distt. Manager PCF or an officer acting on his behalf particulars of consign-
ments expected to be received and/or proposed to be despatched from at godown/ rail heads as the case may be.

(h The contractor shall prepare necessary forwarding notes risk note forms etc. in respect of consignment intended for
despatch by rail and will arrange close and open wagons for loading.

0] If any consignment has to be booked and freight to be paid, the contractor shall himself pay the freight in the first
instance and then recover the same by submitting a stamped and prereceipted bill supported by vouchers to the PCF.
0 The contractor shall be responsible for routine cleaning of the wagon prior to its loading to the satisfaction the

officer supervising loading/despatches, the remuneration for loading into wagons shall be deemed to include the remuneration
for such routine clearing of wagons.
(k) The contractor shall be required to restack the bags without payment of any extra charges if the instructions
for stacking the bags are not observed by them or if the stacking is faulty & not to the satisfaction of the concerned
authority. The contractor shall also be responsible for any loss which the PCF may suffer on account of the bags not being
properly stacked

The contractor shall not sublet, transfer or assign the contract or any part there of without the previous written ap-
proval of the Federation. In the event of the contract contravening this condition. The PCF shall be entitled to place the
contract elsewhere on the contractor's account and at his risk and the contractor shall be liable for loss or damage which the
PCF may sustain in consequence or arising out of such replacing of the contract. The contractor if sublet the contract than
PCF will put her name in the Blacklist category.

10- OTHERS :

(@ The transport charges are payable for the distance covered by the loaded trucks from the actual place of loading to
the actual place of unloading by shortest moveable routs and not for distance covered on return journies or from garrage to
place of loading or back to garrage.

(o)) The transport charges shall be paid for one km. when the distance covered by a loaded truck per trip is less than 1
km. for distance over 1 km. per trip the distance covered by a truck shall in all cases be rounded off to the nearest 1 km.

(© The actual distance will be fixed by the District Manager PCF. which shall be based on the distance intimated by
the Roadways or P.W.D. or Revenue Authorities. While fixing the actual distance from Godown to destination , the
Godown should be taken as starting point.

d No compensation shall be payable to the contractor on account of non-availabilty of work sufficient to engage the
number of trucks.

(e Contractor shall pay labour charges to the labourer atleast at the rate not less than fixed by labour department of the
sanctioned rate by the P.C.F. to the contractor.

® It shall be responsibility of the contractor that his labour do not spill stock from bags by using Parkhi either
in godown or in transit. If it is found, deduction at the rate of double the cost shortage, subject to minimum Rs. 10/-
per Kg per 45Kg/50 Kg bag in case Urea & Rs. 50/- per Kg per 50 Kg bag in case of DAP & NPK, shall be
made from the bills of The Contractor.

@ The contractor shall provide sufficient number of Tarapaulines for each truck to cover the stocks etc during rains
and shall be responsible if stocks are damaged by rains on account of his failure to supply adequate number of tarapaulines
or to take reasonable precautions. The decision of the Managing Director. PCF, in such matters shall be final and binding on
the contractor.

()] Use of hook is strictly prohibited, in case hooks are used the penalty @ Rs.5.00 (five) per 45Kg/50 Kg. bag in
case of Urea & @ Rs. 10.00 (Ten) per 50 kg bag in case of DAP & NPK and shall be deducted from the bills of the contractor.
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() Contractor will get themselves enrolled as nominal member of the PCF. by filling the requisite membership
form and by the deposition the required fee Rs.100.00 immediately after acceptance of their tenders.

) Any and all disputes, controversies and conflicts ("Disputes”) arising out of this Agreement between the
Parties or arising out of or relating to or in connection with this contract or the performance or non-performance of
the rights and obligations set forth herein or the breach, termination, invalidity or interpretation thereof, shall be
referred for arbitration in terms of the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Societies Act, 1965 or any amendments thereof.
Prior to submitting the Disputes to arbitration, the parties shall endeavor to settle the dispute/s through mutual
negotiation and discussions. In the event that the said dispute/s are not settled within 30 days thereof, the same shall
finally be settled and determined by arbitration in accordance with the Uttar Pradesh Co-operative Societies Act,
1965 or any amendment made thereof. The seat of arbitration shall be Lucknow, India and the language used in the
arbitral proceedings shall be English. The Arbitration shall be conducted by a sole arbitrator, whose decision shall
be final and binding upon the parties. The claimant shall not be entitled to claim any interest for the period either pre
reference of pendentlite till the date of award on any sum which is held to be payable to the claimant.

® The parties hereto specifically agree and resolve that the sole arbitrator, in the event of any dispute with
respect to this agreement, shall be the Commissioner and Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Uttar Pradesh or his
nominee and the parties agree not to raise any dispute with respect thereto.

()] The arbitral award shall be in writing and shall be final and binding on each of the parties. Cost of
arbitration shall be borne by the Tenderer.

(m)  This contract may be cancelled at any time by the Managing Director without assigning any reason on seven days
notice. The contractor shall not be entitled for any compensation or damages for such cancellation/termination of
contract.

n The period of this agreement can be extended on same rates and condition for one month or more than one month but
not more than 12 months by the Managing Director, and period, so extended shall be the part of the agreement, but in no
circumstances rates will be enhanced.

(0)] No payment other than sanctioned Rates shall be payable to the contractor. The Exp. of Brij Tax/Toll Tax in trans-
portation shall not be reimbursed by the PCF, if any Levy or service tax is imposed shall be born by the contractor and
contractor will not be entitled to reimburse the same.
